Medical Education at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital

The key objective of the Council is to create a robust and vibrant eco-system for quality vocational education and skill development in Healthcare space in the country. Certificate of competence certified by Healthcare Sector Skill Council will be recognized in India. 
ADMISSION PROCEDURE
Eligibility criteria: 
I. The minimum and maximum age for admission will be 18 to 25 years on or before the first day of the month, of the year of admission i.e. 31st December 2018 respectively.   Age relaxation will be given to Science Graduates. 

II. 10+2 class pass with Science stream  with aggregate of 50% in three subjects, excluding English (English  compulsory)  

Method of Selection 
Admission will be made on the basis of Merit  in the Entrance Test which will be for 2 hours. Medium  of examination will be English.  Entrance test shall include subjects i.e. English, General Knowledge and 12th class Science. The candidates will be called for  interview  based on marks obtained  in entrance examination. The course will be allocated through  a counselling process .  The hospital will make a waiting list and candidates will be called from the list in case of drop out.

EXAMINATION
Student shall be eligible for Exit  Exam HSSC   to Technician Training programme imparted by Sir Ganga Ram Hospital and certified by the Healthcare Sector Skill Council  certifies the following:

1. He/ She has minimum 80% attendance in theory & practical in each subject separately during the academic year, however the total clinical experience prescribed must be completed before the final  examinations and before the issue of certificate.  (The certification shall not be awarded to the students till he/ she has completed the clinical requirements).

2. The overall performance of the student and  his/her conduct during the entire academic year has been satisfactory. 

3. The student should pass in the internal assessment examination by securing 50% marks in each subject i.e., both in theory and practical separately and students should complete required assignments of the academic year. The Trainer  shall send the internal assessment marks to the Dean/Sub Dean, GRIPMER.  Issuance of roll number will be at the discretion of the Healthcare Sector Skill Council.  
LEAVE
· Students are entitled for 20  days leave.

Termination of Training
Training of student will be terminated under the following circumstances: -
